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Once Upon a Time 






From 1st June 2020 until 1st July 2020, we would like you to explore Traditional Tales. This project involves a selection of different activities for you to choose from and complete in any order you like. You can present your work in any way you like, and remember to send in by email what you have done to earn house points!
There are many traditional tales that have been around for years with some great characters. Lots of stories can be found online as eBooks or videos on YouTube. As well as traditional tales there are adaptations or alternative stories, with exciting twists, that make you see the characters in a different light. You can focus on one story/character or look at different ones. Enjoy.

	Design and Make a Puppet
Think of the characters in the different traditional tales and design a new character or existing character to make for a story. There are lots of different types of puppets you can make for example, sock, wooden spoon, string, finger or hand. Design on paper showing materials you will need and any other equipment and then make the puppet.
After you have made your puppet can you write the instructions so someone else would be able to copy what you have done. 
	Alternative Tales 
Traditional tales have been re-written many different times. There are also what we call alternative stories. These are when the plot maybe different and the characters are not the same as the traditional stories. Using either your puppet or a character of your choice you can write or draw a story map for an alternative story. 
	Fairy Tale Yoga  
Attached to the home learning you will see the story of ‘The Fairy Who Liked Football.’ Read the story and practise the yoga poses that are given. This will help you to relax and strengthen your body.  
	Read All About It
Choose a character from any traditional tale and write a newspaper report about what they did in the story. In a report you would see, short pieces of writing in the third person, photos or drawings and headlines. For example, the headline for Goldilocks could be...
CURLY HAIRED GIRL IN PORRIDGE THEFT!!
 
	Create a Castle
Think about different castles you have seen in traditional tales and in real life. Design and build or draw your own castle but you MUST ensure that your castle has defences built in to keep out the Big Bad Wolf!
You could draw, use a computer, use Lego or blocks or use junk modelling for your creation.
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
